security of a 22mm throw into the head and sill 
simultaneously for panels up to 3.5m high.

The integrated face plate for locking options 
produces an elegant and minimalist aesthetic 
while the Euro cylinder provides high security and a 
convenient low profile key, specifically developed 
for use with folding panels.

The clean, elegant lines of the integrated 
escutcheon are reflected in Brio’s 288 matching 
lever furniture which functions with an 85mm centre 
lock. This matching furniture is also available with a 
built in magnetic catch and low profile internal 
handle making it ideal for folding systems.

With a handle height of 900-1100mm and 
capacity to lock panels 3.5m high and 35-70mm 
thick (aluminium) the Brio 286 Dual Point Lock is 
the true solution to securing folding panels.

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Materials
Brio’s 286 dual point lock and matching 288 lever furniture 
are produced with quality in mind. Throw tips are made 
from stainless steel and handle furniture is available in 
cast alloy (286 and 288) or full stainless steel (286 only). 
Brio recommends the use of stainless steel hardware for 
applications in or near coastal areas.

Finishes
The discreet 286 and 288 hardware is supplied in different 
finishes for matching flexibility. The cast alloy versions are 
available in satin nickel and black paint while the stainless 
steel versions offer a satin stainless finish.

Security
Operation of the 286 dual point lock is simple and secure 
with a 22mm throw for either timber or aluminium panels. 
Aluminium panels are secured by a Ø12mm stainless steel 
“D” tip or the versatile, plastic capped 512 flush bolt 
equivalent. Timber panels are locked off with a cleat 
made from 15x5mm stainless steel bar which achieved 
ultimate tensile strength testing of 2000pa before rupture.

The intelligent design is discreetly hidden inside the 
aluminium stile or in the edge of a timber panel with 
minimal machining and quick fixing points thanks to the 
patented hinge blocks. A variety of keepers allow for 
neat dressing and accurate alignment of the throw and 
panel which improves the performance of perimeter 
weather seals.
